Support TUDA Campaign on the state of social care.
Never before has it been so important that all disabled people and our allies join the TUDA campaign against the cuts to Social Care. The importance of Personal Budgets, Direct Payments or Self Directed Support has never been so critical. The government are announcing massive cuts to Local Authorities.
How deep are the cuts?

The Office for Fiscal studies is predicting that council budgets will be cut by one third during 2010-2015. Last week, it was revealed that the Treasury had asked all unprotected government departments to draw up plans of what cuts of 40% might entail.  

John Bolton Director of Warwickshire County Council predicts a 25% cut in the social care workforce. This sits alongside the Independent Living Funds (ILF) announcement that it will have to close its doors to all new applicants unless they have already been made an offer. 
Campaigning Focus: Impact on our Human Rights

One TUDA member reports that her support hours are to be cut. She felt that her dignity was violated when the assessor suggested she might only have assistance to have a shower or bath once a week. Unless disabled people have the support to get up in the morning they are unlikely to get a job in an ever decreasing job market.
“I believe that those people employed by the government to carry out this re-assessment will neither know the disabled person’s history or have little experience of many impairment groups. People with fluctuating or hidden impairments will be the first to suffer.”
